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American Road Show.  The goal of this program is to strengthen English skills and expand knowledge of America among university students and young professionals.  The objectives are to host weekly film screenings of American film, with English subtitles, and then to lead an English language discussion of the perspectives depicted within the film.
This year-long, weekly, film series will explore the American experience with diversity, civil/human rights, women’s rights, environment, corruption, music, freedom of the press, democracy, education and entrepreneurship.  All programs are open to AC members, and on occasion we will have invited audiences.  Each American Corner will have one grant to host this program.  Each program is normally 2 hours, and a total of 40 programs.  Total amount of grant:  $1400.
Who is eligible to lead?  Professional educators and professionals with fluent English and a knowledge of the United States; English language instructors; Alumni.  
When:  every week, year-long program, total of 40 programs.  Should follow the university school year.  Programs should occur in evening or late afternoon.
Audience:  university students, professionals, English language learners.
Share America Conversation Club.  The goal of this program is to strengthen English skills and expand knowledge of American perspectives among university students and young professionals. The objectives are to host weekly discussions centered on ShareAmerica texts which details perspectives and policy found in the United States.
This year-long, weekly Conversation Club will use Share America or VOA articles to hone English skills and engage in conversation on a broad range of current event and topics, and supports a PD goal to increase mutual understanding about diversity, civil/human rights, women’s rights, environment, music, freedom of the press, democracy, education, and entrepreneurship.  Each American Corner will have one grant to host the program.  Each program is normally 1 hour, and the program will be comprised of a total of 40 programs.  Total amount of grant:  $800.00
Who is eligible?  Professional educators and professionals with fluent English and a knowledge of the United States; English language instructors; Alumni.
When:  every week, year-long program, total of 40 programs.  Should follow university school year.  Programs should occur in evening or late afternoon.
Audience:  university students, professionals, English language learners.
Women Lead.   The goal of this program is to strengthen English skills and expand knowledge of the value of women entrepreneurs among female university students and young professionals.  The objectives are to host a series of programs that engage on the full range of issues on entrepreneurship.  
Focused on female audiences, this 18 hour (total) program will focus on the basics of entrepreneurship, using models of female leaders and prepared curriculum, VOA, Ted Talks and Share America.  Each program should last 1-2 hours, feature women in leadership roles, and empower audiences of women of university age with entrepreneurship.  Total amount of grant:  $360.
Who is eligible?  Individuals/NGOs with demonstrated experience with women’s issues, professional educators and professionals with fluent English and demonstrated experience in women’s issues; English language instructors; Alumni.  
When:  October-November, total of approximately 8 programs.  Programs should occur in evening or late afternoon.
Audience:  university students, professionals, English language learners.
Entrepreneurship 101.  The goal of this program is to strengthen English language skills related to business and economy, and expand knowledge of the basics of entrepreneurship.  The objectives are to host regular programs that focus on the American experience of entrepreneurship.
This 18 hour program will focus on the basics of entrepreneurship for university students, using prepared curriculum, supported by VOA, TED Talks and Share America articles that promote entrepreneurial ideas.  Each program should last 1-2 hours, and empower university audiences with entrepreneurship concepts and techniques.  Total amount of grant:  $360.
Who is eligible?  Professional educators and professionals with fluent English and a knowledge of the United States; English language instructors; Alumni.
When:  November-December, total of approximately 8 programs. Programs should occur in evening or late afternoon.
Audience:  university students, professionals, English language learners.
Full STEAM Ahead! This 20 hour long program can focus on promoting science to girls/women, using technology and science to promote entrepreneurship, and developing critical thinking skills needed to participate in democracy and public discourse.  Can be one program, or divided into two or three shorter programs. Calendar of topics provided, with some content, but applicant can be creative and develop programs according to their skills – give us your proposal!  Total amount of grant:  $1000
Who is eligible?  Professional educators and professionals with fluent English and a knowledge of science, including maker activities; English language instructors with experience with science/maker activities; Alumni.
When:  February through May, or September-November and April- May. Programs should occur in evening or late afternoon.
Audience:  university students, professionals, English language learners.
Ted Talks (and so do you)!  This 20 hour long program will focus on developing English speaking skills, and developing critical thinking skills on the issues of the day.  Promotes the full range of themes, according to the international and American calendar.  Calendar of Ted Talks provided.  Total amount of grant:  $800
Who is eligible?  Professional educators with fluent English and experience with Ted Talks; English language instructors with interest/experience in science; professionals with fluent English, Alumni.
When:  February through May.  Programs should occur in evening or late afternoon.
Audience:  university students, professionals, English language learners.
Logistics (applicants)
· All programs are open to all audiences, we do not run closed programs.  We can invite specific audiences, but all of our programs remain open.
· American Corners will assist with audience development and promoting the program.
· We seek, for all programs, a 50/50 ratio of female to male participants and curriculum reflects the experiences and voices of both.
· All programs must run according to a set schedule, and should be planned for afternoons/evenings.  
· Successful applicants will be responsible for sending a very brief description of each program (3-5 sentences plus photo), after it is completed, to both the American Embassy and American Corner which hosted the program.
· All programs are delivered on a weekly basis.
